Part A: Pupil premium strategy plan
[bookmark: _heading=h.30j0zll]Statement of intent
	Our intention at Wilden is to ensure that every child has access to a high quality education that aligns with the school’s core values of resilience, love, generosity, courage and inquisitiveness. Our aim is for all children, irrespective of their background to be flourishing throughout their Wilden journey. At the end of year 6, we want all children to have a life-long love of learning and achieve good levels of literacy and numeracy to prepare them for their next phase of education. Not all pupils are working below age related expectations and so teachers and leaders also have to ensure all children are challenged, even those who are working at greater depth. 
Wilden’s small class sizes means that children already access personalised learning, however, for some children including disadvantaged and vulnerable, further targeted support is needed. We need to ensure that class teachers know how to identify the children’s needs and have access to interventions that help address their gaps in learning.

	Assessments, observations, and discussions with pupils suggest disadvantaged pupils generally have greater difficulties with phonics and spelling than their peers. This negatively affects their development as readers.

	2
	Assessments, observations, and discussions with pupils suggest disadvantaged pupils generally have greater difficulties with writing than their peers. This negatively impacts their development as readers.

	3
	Discussions with pupils, parents and class teachers have indicated concerns around children’s social and emotional health. Anxiety in particular is reported to be a concern for disadvantaged and non-disadvantaged children

	4
	After discussions with children and families, 63% of children eligible for pupil premium are at risk of not receiving the same enrichment opportunities as their peers.

	5
	Some children who are disadvantaged do not have access to well-fitting uniform, shoes and coats 

	6
	Due to budgeting, CPD opportunities are limited in a small school as there is difficulty ensuring classes are covered by a qualified teacher or teaching assistant and courses generally run during the school day. This means teachers may lack the training and upskilling needed to ensure all children receive quality-first teaching to a high standard

	Improved reading attainment among disadvantaged pupils.

	Improved writing attainment among disadvantaged pupils.
	Rate of progression in writing attainment meets or exceeds that of children from a non-disadvantaged background. Gaps in learning are identified through assessment and interventions implemented. 

	To achieve and sustain improved wellbeing and reduce anxiety
	Teachers report fewer incidents of anxiety induced behaviour to therefore improve children’s overall attainment

	To ensure all children have access to a curriculum that provides enrichment activities both in and outside of the school day and promotes a life-long love of learning
	Children have access to high quality teaching and learning that is enriched by further educational visits and opportunities which reflects those that their peers have access to.

Part B: Review of 2022-2023
Outcomes for disadvantaged pupils
	Average progress for children is expected to be 6 steps. For children in receipt of Pupil Premium, the average progress was:
Reading: 8.9
Writing: 6.6
Maths 5.2
Therefore progress was better than average in Reading and Writing and slightly below in Maths. This has informed 2023’s strategy as we are placing more emphasis on apps to support learning in Maths

Attendance for the whole school was in the top 25% nationally
Number of incidents recorded due to behaviour were reduced
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
